The repertoire is primarily, but not limited to, classical choral works in the
tradition of the great composers. Whenever possible and appropriate, solo
assignments will be extended to members of Nashville’s non-classical
community.

accompanied by the appropriate professional caliber instrumentalists.



This current season the chorus will be performing the Magnificat by Johann
Sebastian Bach, followed by a work composed by his son Carl Phillip Emanuel
Bach as a tribute to his father, also titled Magnificat. Past performances have

included works by Beethoven, Vivaldi, Rossini as well as Verdi and Mascagni.
